A female 131;lck Rhino spent the greater port of 
the morning standing or lying down on a hilltop. Whilst i t  
was standing up a single I'icd Crow was seen perched on its 
back, feeding on exter~i;~l parasites. When thc aniiiial lay 
down sevcr:il crows arrivcd from various dircctions 113  peck 
into the folds of the skin, bctwecn the foreleg\ and around tlic 
e:11.s. 
20. Ju(18. A crow was obscrvccl eating a I lis~ing Sand Snak:

2 1. Ocrobcr.. A bird \V:I> observcd fecdii~g on tlic wing. Carry- 
ing some carrion in its d o ~ n w a r d  hanging fcct it soorccl about 1 
for ;I while, nll the time bending its head. taking sonic of tlic l 
foot1 into its bwk ;~nd S W : ~ I I O W ~ I I ~  it. After some tiliie i t  
transferred tlie food to its beak, flew to o ~ i c  side for a while. 
then changed the tit bit back to its claws, to start the whole 
procedure ovcr again. 

Watt led Starling Creatopliortl cinereris. 
22. Novenrhcr. Four Square-lipped Rhinos were closely 
followed by a group of thesc starlings, feeding on the insects 
disturbed by the pachydcrms. 

Rcdwing Starling Otr~vcliognmtlri~s morio. 
23. October. Two of these starling were watchcd when 
perched on a young ox and removing ticks from it. The animal 
appeared to enjoy these attentions and even lifted its tail so that 
the birds could remove parasites from its underside.

24. Arrgwt. Seen pulling up and eating the roots of the "Goat- 
apple" Solanrrrli sp.

25. M ~ r c l i .  I)uring a long period of obs~rviltion ovcr :I cow 
and calf, tlic former browsed Acacia karroo whilst tlic calf

26. Marclr. A three-q~~arter-grow11 male was eating the leaves 
and branches of Solonrn~i pnticlrrr.oc./orr~ic.

27. April. Two large animals were observed in the act of 
brc;~ k ing down :I fairly la rgc M tom boti t rcc .S/~irostc~c~lr~*.~ 
ci/tic+crtrlcs. By getting the trunk of the tree between tlie two 
horns an animal exerted pressurc by gradually moving tlie 
entire weight of the body in a circular movement. thus causing 
the tree to break and coll;~psc. When tlic tree was down both 
a~iini;~ls commcnccd to fccd on the cxtremitics of tlic young 
bra nclies.

28. May. A rhino fell thirty feet over a cliff and was killcd. 
It had been standing on the very edge of a rocky outcrop 
feeding on Popo~via cafra. and when it tried to get at  a branch 
beyond its normal reach i t  appeared to have put undue weight 
on to an ovcrh:~nging rock which broke away. p ,, k , , , c  

29. June. A rhino had knocked down an Umtatc tree Ptaero- 
xy1011 ohliquur~i near the edge of the water. It had thereafter 
not browsed olT tlic foliage, but had eaten the roots back from 
the s tu~np to the ground and had also torn up and consun~cd 
some of the smaller rootlets.

Square-lipped Rhinoceros Ceratotlieri14m shiroii. 
30. Nolt~r,rber. A medium-sized bull came into view. stopped 
at the edge of the pan under observation, and began stripping 
the bark from the root of a Tree Fuchsia Scliotia hracliype~aln. 
There is no doubt that he actually chewed and swallowed the 
bark. The game guard stated that in his 42 years in the reserve 
lie hnd never seen this before. The root was :lftcrwards ex- 
:imined ancl found that :I[ Ic;ist half Ii:ld becn stripped of its 
bark.

32. Arigust ancl September. During both months found areas 
where Bushpigs liad been most eflectively ploughing up thc 
ground in their search for tlie tuberous roots of Roici,rsris 
cuni/olius. The plant forms one of the animal's favourite diets 
at this time of the year. 

Warthog Plracochoerris a~tlriopicus. 
33. April. At very close quarters watchcd it family o f  wart- 
hogs grazing. One of the youngsters picked up an impsla 
shin-bone and began to chew it. After a while the animal 
dropped the bone which was then picked up by a larger male 
hog. The latter using his molars completely crushed tlie bone, 
which was about five inclics long. and sw:~llowcd i t  all. 
34. April. Having stalked to within fifteen feet of tlirec 
warthogs they were found to be busy gnawing piec-S of old 
bone, presumably for their calcium content. 
35. April. The stomach contents of :I wartliog revealed th:it 
it liad becn feeding on Punciril~r nruxit~rwii, Urochloo rnossarir- 
bicensis and the leaves of Ziiiplius mtrcrotrata.

36. Marclr. It is ~iow a conlmon sight to sec hippos eating 
the water grass Potnrnogetori. 
37. Jlrly. A hippo was found to have stripped tile bark fro111 
a low branch of a Mdorli tree Syiygiri~r cordatunr.

38. Sel)tet1lber. One an ini:il seen eating Stryclr~ios fruit. 
probably the Monkey Orange S. spinosc~. 

Waterbuck Kobris ellipsiprytnnus. 
39. June. Just after noon watched an animal eating the 
Icaves of Pendoring bush Gymnosporia senegalensis.
