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The Chinefe pay threeor four times
more for it than for that which the
Dutch import from that ifland.
They have feveral forts likewife of
admirable wood for joyner and ca-
binet work, particularly the rofe-
wood ; thetea-wood is excellent for
building, and is preferred to all
others in the conftrution of the
royal galleys, having every proper-
ty that can be wifhed for either for
beauty or{olidity. From their moun-
tains alfo, and from the forefts with
which they are covered, they pro-
cure ivory, mufk, wax, iron, and
gold in great abuudance. Thefe
mountains too are full of game,
fuch as deer, antclopes, wild goats,
peacocks, pheafants, &c. The chace
is free to all, but dangerous from
the number of tygers, elephants,
rhinocercs, and other carnivorous
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and deftru@iveanimals, with which
the forefts abound.

The fea, which wafhes their
coafts, as well as the rivers, are
well fupplied with excellent fifh,
Every one has theliberty of fithing;
and in this the Cochin-chinefe take
great delight. I bave already ob-
ferved, thatthey livechiefly on fith
and rice.

Their domeftic animals are, the
horfe for the rogd, the buffalo for
labour, and the cow, the hog, the
goat, the goofe, theduck, and hens
of various kinds, for the table.
Thefe animals thrive extremely
well, and are in great abundance,
The king alone referves to himfelf
the exclufive right of breedin g ele-
phants for the war; and this isa
refervation which no man envies
him. He maintains generally four
