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THE SELECTED MINIATURES were made by Hindoo artists in the
XVI-th century for «Babur-namahs, the famous work of a remarkable Uzbek
poet, scholar and statesman, Zakhiriddin Mukhammad Babur (1483-1530).

The illustrations to «Babur-namah» are wonderful masterpieces of Hindoo
miniature art, fed on the best traditions of arts of the Timurides period highly
developed in Herat, Samarkand, Tebriz and Shiraz.

The miniatures that have been reproduced from the manuscript copied at
the court of Akbar who was a grandson of Mirsa Babur, are now kept in the
British Museum (OR 3714). The size of the manuscript is 23X33,5 cm, the
size of the miniatures is 15,5X 28 cm, the manuscript involves 528 pages.

On the cover there is a reproduction of Babur's portrait made in Hindoo
in the XVI-th century.
