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THE GENETICS OF THE GENUS CERATOTHERIUM 
 

Eric Harley et al. have published the results of a new study of the DNA of the white 

rhinoceros to compare the populations in southern (SWR) and central Africa (NWR). 

On the basis of a relatively small sample, it is estimated that the two populations 

diverged between 0.46 and 0.97 million years. This would be indicative of subspecific 

separation. This is in contrast with the 2010 study by Colin Groves et al., based largely 

on morphological evidence, which postulated the divergence to be a little older at ca. 1 

million years ago. Groves et al. concluded that the two populations represent separate 

species, Ceratototherium simum of Southern Africa and C. cottoni of Central Africa. 

Harley et al. advocate the traditional view that the forms are subspecies known as 

C.s.simum and C.s.cottoni. 

Subspecies are, in principle, geographic divisions of a species. If two allopatric 

populations have individuals which are diagnosable, their status as subspecies or 

species often depends on the opinion of the expert taxonomists working on the group. 

There may well be changes when the definitions of species change: in the time of 

Linnaeus there was only one African rhino, in the time of J.E. Gray in the mid-19th 

century there were scores of African rhino species, which afterwards might have 

changed status (Rookmaaker 2015). 

It is remarkable that Groves et al. felt that “the recognition of the northern form 

as a distinct species has profound implications for its conservation”, while Harley et al. 

feel that it “creates a problem for conservation, because whereas crossing subspecies 

together for a genuine conservation purpose is deemed acceptable, crossing species is 

generally considered unacceptable.” Both groups of researchers have science on their 

side, have conservation at heart, but ended up with totally opposing ends of a scale. 

I have long argued that the taxonomy of the black rhinoceros needs to be 

revisited. It may never happen in an age where funding for pure taxonomy is hard to 

find. I will now also argue that the taxonomy of the white rhinoceros needs to be the 

subject of a wide-ranging study encompassing morphology, distribution, paleontology, 

ecology, as well as conservation issues. Maybe, with the impending extinction of the 

northern form this is academic, but possibly much can be learned which will make our 

conservation efforts more focused and more profitable.
