#*improvements ” have in a great measure obliterated. We will
How say a few words in_explanation of the engravings, using as
much as possible Irving's own tnguage. Master Simon was a
tight, brisk, little man, with the air of an arant old bachelor,
His nose was shaped like the bill of a parrot, his face slightly
pitted with small-pox, with a dry perpetual bloom onit. Ife
had a chirping buoyant disposition, and was in the habit of
siccessively visiting the various branches of the family.

THE PRINCE OF WALES IN INDIA

ITkREWTTT some more skelches of incidents during the Prince
of Wales's visit to Baruda. To begin at the beginning, the pro
cession, which conducted the Prince from the railway station to
the quarters which had been prepared for him, was 8 gorgeous
display of Oriental magnificence. The principal feature was a
line of sixteen elephants, their faces and (runks painted in the
fantastic fashion represented in our engraving of the elephants
in the arena last week, The animal destived to carry the
Prince, and his host the little Guicowar, was of exta-
ordinary size. His howdah, made of gold or of silver gilt, and
covered with a golden eanopy, sparkled in the aun with dazzling
brillianey. Cloths of gold and velvet almost concealed the
animal’s form, and where the skin wasyisible it was stained saffron,
and ornamented with quaint scrolls of differently coloured pat-
terns,  His teunk was especinlly decorated,  and his cars
staiued a pale yellowish-green, His tusks bad been sawn off
1o the length of three feet, and the correspondent of The Tines
tells us that fulse tusks of greater diameter were wedged on over
them by bands of gold. Coils of gold swrounded his painted
Tegs, while his mahout or driver was attired in a costume befit-
ting so much gorgeousness.  On cach side of the animal were
slung two footboards, and here stood four attendants with pea-
cocks and yaks' tails, 10 keep the Aies away from the accrpants
of the howdah,  The Afteen remaining elephants were similarly,
though magnificently, painted and attired. On the appears
ance of the Prince, these ¢lephants knelt in line and salaamed
Alter their fashion, trampeting with (heir trunks, and amid a
clang of diums and brass, the Prince and Guicowar m.mm‘Lc_d
their elephan, sitting side by side, Sir Madbava Rbao, the Gui-
cowar’s prime minister, taking his place behind them. The
remainder of the suite followed on the other elephants, and the
procession movesd off 2mid deafening salutes. .

fier receiving and relurning the visit of the Guicowar, the
Prince procecded to the Anna or arena, where the wild beast
sports took place. We have already illustrated and described
theline of elephants which therereceived the Prince,as well as the
elephant combat, afier which there was an encounter, if it can

to gore him, Lint his hiomns baving been carefully blunted, he was
winlle to effect any injury.
A xam fight concluded these sports, and then the animals of
the Guicowar’s menagerie were passed in review before the
Prince. e menagerie is little more than an open shed, into
which there is free access from the street, and the correspondent
of the Daily Aes tells us that when entering carelessly, in
ignorance ‘of the arrangements, he recoiled with considevable
tecipitation as a kuge liger made a spring at_him (o the end of
Lis chain, just as a walch-dog dashes at an intruding vagrant.
Close by was a maneless Kattywar lion, in another shed were
two yet fiexce tigers, while in a strong small cage, fashed down.
and “chained, was a fousth tiger, of whom the native keeper
remarked in broken English, **A very bad brute.” To return
to the procession of animals, two or three carriages, drawn by
different kinds of deer, first appeared. Then came attendants
with innumerable birds and cages, and lastly, the latest-caught
tiger, This animal, a5 suage and fieree as could well be
imagined, growling all the time, was led in by ten men, five on
cither side, holding ropes fastencd to a leather band which sur-
rounded the tigers body. It was thus rendered incapable of
mischief, though the correspondent of 77e Times tells us that at
one time he struck out viciously with his fore legs, and nearly
Jaid hold of one of the attendants.  In case of accident, how-
ever, numerous spearmen hovered round, ready to strike the
moment his attempts to escape should prove successful. Next
day, Saturday, November 20, the Prince and his suite proceeded
by fail to the Guicowar's hunting lodge at Muckinpoora, where
a great hunt of the black buck with cheetahs had been organised.
The palace of Mackinpoora, where Khundar Rhao, the brother
and predecessor of the late Guicowar, died, is a large oblong,
picturesquely painted building, formed of innumerable diminish+
ing terraces one above the other tnlil the building tapers off into
a small square tower.  This palace is chiefly vemarkable for the
gigantic candelabra and the thousands of lustres with which each
room is furnished.
Mustered round the palace were various bullock carts, some

destined for the use of the Royal huntsmen, for the black buek is

_ supposed to have no fear of a bullock cart, regardingit merely 25

i) y , and others tal
Indian leopards, which were to bring down the looked-for game.
These *burrah billies” (big cats), as the patives call these
animals, known to scientists as Felis Fubita, diffier from most of
the feline family by their longer and narrower feet, as well as 2
greater length of limb, which enable them to take their prey by
running rather thau by leaping.  Their disposition is singularly
intelligent and tractable, in this somewhat resembling the dog,
and they purr when stroked by their keeper with as much good
humour as the domestic cat. There was a great assemblage for
the hunt of soldiers and officials, elephants, s#éfarecs (huntsmen),
camels, falconers, with splendid peregrines and long-wingerd
falcons on their wrists, and ugly, fierce-looking dogs, half deer-
hounds, half greshounds, of the Persian type. ~ Adfter a couple of
miles travelling in bullock-carts, a lerd of black buck was per-
ceived. The cheetahis had been carefully haodwinked to prevent
them dashing precipitately after the game.

His keeper, holding
the collar of the amimal, whipped off the hood, the animal
leapt off the cart, and crouched along the ground until within
some forty yards of the herd, then singling out one of the
deer for his quarry, he dashed after him, ~ The deer, however,
was too quick for liis pursuer, and afler a run of some 500 yards,
the cheetah gave up the chase, for this animal does not appear to
he able to maintain his speed for any length of time, but if un.
suceessful in his first dash, relinguishes the attempt, and allows
himself to be again secured and hooded by his keeper.
short distance [rthey, however, auother herd of buck was
sighted, and another cheetah slipped, and this time with more
suecess,  Ina few bounds the leopard sprang upon the haunches
of the deer, thence 1o its throat, thus pinning it to the ground,
and helding it till the arrival of the hunters. The deer kicked
violently, but the cheetah Iag across its throat, out of the reach
of its legs. The Prince, the Duke of Sutherland, and the
shikayees at once ran to the spot, and a skikares catting the deer’s
throat, drew a ladleful of blood, and presented it to the cheetal,
who quitted his hold of the deer, and lxpped up the luxur
24 his reward.
