The Fire began above Siairs, and burnt with fo much
Violence, that in lefs than four Hours all the Infide
of this Building was reduced to Afhes, and oaly the
Stone Walls left ftanding.  The Confufion and Ter-
ror which the Flames occafigned is not to be exprefs’d.
Several Perfons being furrounded by thiem were obliged
to jump out of & Window with their Children and Ef-

_ fects, and many loft their Livesin endeavouring to fave

themfelves. In the Offices under the Palace there was
~a great Quantity of Gunpowder for the Ufe of the
Guards, moft of which was happily got away, but
fome which was left blew up, A few Days before the
Fife the Emprefs had fent to this Palace a great Quin-.
tity of Platc, and feveral Chefts of Money, imagining
they would be more fafe there than any where elfe.
In removing the Chefts the Bottoms of fome of‘them
broke, which occafioned fome Mifchief, the Guards
being obliged to make Ufe of their Halberds and Bay-
onets to keep off the Populace, who, unde:r a Pre-
tence of lending their Affiftance, ran away with all the
valuable Effe@s they could lay their Hands on.  The
fame Day a Fire broke outin the Suburb of Krafno¢-
Zelo, which confumed only a few Houfes of no
great Confequence; and the Day before Yefterday
another Fire happened in the Stabode, which confumed
she Houfe of a Secretary of the¢ Chancery.
