In case you haven't read this notise 
I am sending it to you, and 1 hope for 
true criticism from your paper and not 
a lot of damn foolishness about what 
a person means to the stage. The pub­
lic know what a certain person means 
to them and ij.'s up to the critic to 
speak of the particular performance he 
is sent to by his paper to view that 
either good or bad and not mess all 
round the bush.
