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A VISION OF CLARA, THE DUTCH RHINOCEROS

Soon after Clara’s birth in the Assamese jungele on 19 June 1738, hunters Killed her
mother, captured her and brought her to Calcutta. On behalf of the Nawab, she was
given to the director of the Dutch Factory in Hooghly, Jan Albert Sichterman (1692-
1764). Sichterman kept Clara at home as a pet, allowing her to roam freely in the
gardens and sometimes in the house. Soon after she was sold to Douwe Mout van der
Meer, the captain of the Knappenhof of the Dutch East India Co. and transported to
Holland arriving on 30 November 1740.

The postcard shown left (recently acquired)
may depict a different occasion, but it is
tempting to suggest that here we see Mr.
Sichterman relaxing with his evening
newspaper, with Clara resting patiently by his
side.

Vienne. Reverse has only “Postkarte”.
Probably around 1900 — any clues of the artist
and date will be welcome.

COLYN’S OSTEOLOGY OF THE NILE RHINOCEROS

The longer you work on a project, the less surprised
you are to find publications that you seem to have
overlooked for many years. Browsing through the
library of the late Colin Groves, | came across a
booklet that I had overlooked.

Checking the main libraries represented on the
Karlsruhe Virtual Catalog (always a useful
resource), | find that there are only 4 or 5 copies
listed of this work. It is therefore almost certainly
quite a rare item. The book consists of drawings of
the skull components of Ceratotherium (simum)
cottoni, and considering the impending extinction
of the animal, it is a useful and important record of
the species.

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REMEMBERING THE KOTDWARA RHINOCEROS

Kotdwara is a town in the Indian state of Uttar Pradesh, just west of the famous Corbett
National Park. The English artists Thomas Daniell and his nephew William Daniell
were Vvisiting this garrison town on Monday 20 April 1789 and during a hike to while
away some hours, they suddenly came across a rhinoceros. William immediately took
his sketchbook and immortalized the animal. This episode was highligted in the
Hornbill (1999) and Archives of Natural History (1999).

We are all aware that the range of the rhinoceros once extended along the foothills of
the Himalayas from Assam in the east towards the west. We find the animal mentioned
by the moghul emperors Babur and Akbar in general terms. Not only are there very few
later references for the more western part, there is always the possibility that the animals
were not greater one-horned rhinos, but its slightly smaller congener Rhinoceros
sondaicus (certainly Edward Blyth believed it was). The rhinoceros of Kotdwara is an
important record, being definite, accurately logged and showing the specific identity of
the animal — a clear Rhinoceros unicornis.

Daniell’s sketch was first published as late as 1835. The plate became popular for a
while. | recently found it again in a German publication (see figure), which pointedly
shows at the same time the main reason why these animals were greatly reduced in
numbers. Unfortunately the source of the engraving is unknown — and any information
Is welcome.
