Two years before, a vessel called the St. Abb’s was wrecked on
this island, and our men found a lot of wine in bottles half buried
in the sumi, a pot of raspberry jam, and a German silver plate.

Our turtle turners were mot very successful, but we secured
enough for a Christmas dinner, and on Christmas Bvo we stood out
to sea again, pointing our heads for the Cosmoledo group.

During the next threo days we passed some coral islands, St.
Pierre and Providence, the waters off them being of enormous depth
close to shore, eaid to. bo upwards of 7000ft. On Sunday, in t]m
forenoon, we made the Cosmoledos, lat. 9° 40/ 8., long. 47° 36’ E. ;
and on Monday, trying to land on Aldabra Island, we nearly got
swamped in the heavy surf; so we reluctantly gave up what promised
to be a delightful and mtereshng day, as inside the lagune I counld
make out o huge conical rock, covered with seafowl. It is &
matter of some puzzle to me how huge masses such as this are
found in coral lagunes and on coral reefs. Here in Fiji, whence I
write, there are numerous instances of huge blocks imbedded in
tho roefs. They are too large to have been conveyed thither by any
tidal wave, and my present idea is that they are points of the
nubmcrgcd rock on which the coral has grown which jut out
through it

Tha ey year (1856) was ushered in with terrific squalls of thunder
and lightning, showing our proximity to t.ha Equator ; during some
of them many seafowl took refuge in our  tops” and rigging, and
wo captured gannets, frigate birds, and noddics.
