of wild auimals in Africa have no doubt been thoroughly well con-
sidered, and are likely to prove mtxsfsctor{ if carried out. But the
first {ling every sportsman will naturally ask is, “ How is the
Government going to ensure the carryi gg out of these game laws?”’
For, o far, it has been Yretty well proved that the local Government
officers at present in authority over the native populati:n are not able
to spare the time to visit or watch the rem:te localities in their
dmtnc(s whi:h, from their be'ng uninhabited, are naturally haunted

'1 h(-re are three chief reasons why the wild animals in our huge
ssessions in Africa are diminishing. (1) Advancing civilisation,
BR ot hio vl o TS on e e ol shooting rifle.
(2) The native tribes who, now that the settling of the country
prevents them from carrying on a perpetual war with one another,
are able to roam about without the fear of Leing attacked by their
enemies or their homes being raided in their absence, so that they
hunt the game in the large unpopulated tracts which are between
their respective tnmtoncsl and which until recently have been too
dangerous to live in. (3) Tha rinderpest, which, besides killing off
most of the tame cattle, has decimated the buffalo and bovine
antelopes.

The first cause of the diminution of game is the one which legisla-
tion can most easily check. The white man is the greatest destroyer
of all. Not so much the *‘good sportsman’® (in the best meaning of
the term), who only kills when he wants meat or wizhes to get a fair
representative, trophy, and who really kills little compared to the

“ slaughterer,” who shoots for the sake of letting off hisrifle, or keeps
on killing in the hope of getting a better traphy than lmyona else, or
ﬂmn be has himselfalready secured, The latter is the man who, if the

is to be saved, must be stopped at all costs, and when caught
uhonld be well punished. But be is the most difficult man to cateh,
for he does not take away a lot of trophies, which he knows may be
confiscated and lead to his comviction, but he leaves his smaller
trophies to rot on the ground and only carries off a few of the very
best. Hence to cateh him we must liove an able and active Govern-
ment officer in each with sufficient: to hel;
him, and with the power and meaus to hunt up the delinquent, or prob-
able delinquent, in whatever place he may be, and get the reliable
information against him only to be obtained on the spot. To pay for
these officers a fair licence mightbe required from everiana owning &

rifle, and n. tnt imposed on exported trophies besides the usual
gamo li A, E. LeatuaM.
