The siege
lasted from the 7th to the 20th, the Kachins
swarming on the hills around and keeping upa
hot fire at intervals. A determined attack was
made on the 11th, but the Kachins were driven
back. Captain Davis, of the Devonshire Regi-
ment,commanding the North-Eastern Column,
having heard of the attack advanced on Sadon,
reaching the spot on the zoth instant. The
North-East Column then stormed the Sadon
village, and the Sadon garrison  stormed
Seintong. Both were taken, the Kachins being
driven back from house to house. Both
villages had been strongly fortified, the houses
being stockaded to form lines of resistance.
Our casualties during the fortnight's fighting
were :—Lieutenant Macmann, R. A, slightly
wounded. The Devons. one man wound-
ed; Burma Sappers, five wouaded ; 23nd
Madras, two killed and five weunded ; 3rd
Burma, two killed, six wounded ; Mogoung
