El artista, un solitario de genuina individualidad, no puede clasificarse ni estilistica ni
conceptualmente en ninguna escuela, tendencia u otro grupo artistico claramente definible.
Apareci6 a mediados de los '40, aparentemente de la nada, como creador de un mégico mundo
hibrido, hecho de lo real y lo fantastico, que no s6lo se mantuvo apartado de la influencia del
surrealismo parisino y el amplio alcance de su sucesion, sino que le asign6 una singular posicion
en el arte de su tiempo. Naturalmente tuvo sus inspiradores y patrocinadores artisticos, en
particular Leonor Fini, a quien él conoci6 en 1942 en el sur de Francia, y con quien vivié hasta su
muerte. Fabrizio Clerici (al menos hasta 1944), Enrico Colombotto Ross y, finalmente, desde fines
de los '50, Michel Henricot, entre sus amigos mas intimos. Todos compartieron una afinidad
espiritual y su vision del arte. Y atin asi, Stanislao Lepri siempre permanecié como un solitario en
segundo plano. [2]

Sophie Dickens es una escultora britanica, tataranieta de Charles Dickens. Asisti6 al instituto
Courtauld donde estudiaba el Alto Renacimiento por el dia y pintaba la figura humana por las
noches.

Ganadora del Premio Owen-Rowley de escultura en 1991 y el Premio de Escultura “Inspired by
the Human Form - The Founders’ Award” en el Museo Victoria y Alberto en 2007, las esculturas
de Sophie Dickens han ganado una importante aceptacion por la critica en exposiciones locales e
internacionales, y tiene fieles adeptos en Estados Unidos asi como en Inglaterra y Francia.

«Para mi, lo mas maravilloso en relacion con la escultura de la forma humana es que nadie esta
excluido. A través de la aplicacion de piezas de madera en armaduras de hierro, puedo transmitir
emociones y preocupaciones significativas para mi; vulnerabilidad, energia espiritual y la

Travis Louie

Travis Louie naci6 en Queen, Nueva York. Su infancia la pas6 haciendo dibujos y mirando
peliculas de terror y de ciencia ficcion de la "Era Atomica". Hubo muchos viajes los sabados por
la tarde a las tiendas locales de venta de comics y a matinés de mediodia en el cine RKO de Keith
en el Northern Boulevard, donde se maravill6 con cosas memorables de los '50: los cohetes, los
superhéroes, los monstruos gigantes y las viejas portadas de las revistas pulp. Hizo cientos de
bocetos de personajes del género como Godzilla, King Kong, y un montén de criaturas de las
peliculas de Ray Harryhausen.

El estilo visual de su obra esta en su mayor parte influenciado por la luz y atmoésfera del
expresionismo aleman y el cine negro, a fines de los '50.

Las pinturas de Travis proceden de pequeios dibujos y algunos escritos de sus diarios. Ha creado
su propio mundo imaginario, anclado en las épocas victoriana y eduardiana. Esta habitado por
rarezas humanas, seres miticos y personajes de otro mundo que aparentemente se han tomado
sus retratos formales para marcar su existencia y el lugar que ocupan en la sociedad. [4]

del s.XIX. El fue la Némesis de todo cazador entusiasta desde el Africa centro-occidental hasta el
norte de Camerin. Durante la guerra de los Boers, se hablaba de él como "Rhinochops" debido a
su mirada caracteristica. Tras mutilar a varios soldados que estaban "practicando" su punteria
con los rinocerontes negros, se convirti6 €l mismo en objetivo. Antes de la Primera Guerra
Mundial, circulaban historias en la region de que se habia envuelto en explosivos y habia volado
a unos cuantos cazadores en su campamento. Algunas décadas después, algunos espectadores
afirmaron haberlo visto en la copa del mundo de cricket de 1975, patrocinado por la Compaiia de
Seguros Prudencial. [5]

Desde nifio tuvo muy clara su vocacion artistica. Inici6 sus estudios de Bellas Artes a los 18 afios
y hoy, tras mas de 40 anos de carrera, esta reconocido como uno de los méas destacados artistas
de Canarias.

Stanislao Lepri (born in Rome in 1905 and died in Paris in 1980) is one of the great unknowns
in the history of modern art. Even during his lifetime only a selected circle of collectors, art
writers and dealers appreciated his work and presented his work to the public in exhibitions,
catalogues and monographs. Yet, in this retrospective, Stanislao Lepri turned out to be one of
the most fascinating, and also mysterious masters of the visionary and fantastic in the art of the
past century.

The artist, a loner of a genuine individuality, can neither stylistically nor conceptionally be
classified in any school, trend or other clearly definable artistic grouping. He appeared in the
mid-1940s, seemingly out of the blue, as a creator of a magical hybrid world made of reality
and the fantastic, which not only

visibly sets him apart from the influence of Parisian surrealism and its wide-ranging successor,
but assigns him a singular position in the art of his time. Naturally, he had his inspirators and
artistic sponsors, in particular Leonor Fini, whom he met in 1942 in southern France and with
whom he lived until his death. Fabrizio Clerici (at least until 1944), Enrico Colombotto Rosso,
and lastly, (since the end of the 1950s) Michel Henricot, were among his closest artist friends.
They all shared an affinity in spirit and in their views on art. And yet Stanislao Lepri always
remained a solitaire in the background.

Sophie Dickens is a British sculptor, the great great granddaughter of Charles Dickens. She
attended the Courtauld Institute where she studied the High Renaissance by day and painted
the human figure by night.

The winner of the Owen-Rowley Sculpture Prize in 1991 and the Sculpture Prize at the Victoria
and Albert Museum “Inspired by the Human Form — The Founders’ Award” in 2007, Sophie
Dickens sculptures have earned important critical acclaim at exhibitions here and abroad and
she has ardent fans of her work in the US as well as in England and France.

“For me, the wonderful thing about relating sculpture to the human figure is that nobody is
excluded from it. Through the application of pieces of wood onto a steel armature I can convey
emotions and preoccupations that are meaningful to me - vulnerability, spiritual energy and
the Don Quixote-ness of man’s struggle with his own humanity.

Travis Louie was born in Queens, New York. His early childhood was spent making drawings
and watching “Atomic Age” Sci-Fi and Horror movies. There were many Saturday afternoon
trips to the local comics shop and noon matinees at the RKO Keith’s cinema on Northern Blud. ,
where he marveled at the 1950’s memorabilia: the rocket ships, the superheroes, the giant
monsters, and old pulp art covers. He did thousands of sketches of genre characters like Godzilla,
King Kong, and a host of creatures from Ray Harryhausen movies.

The visual style of his work is mostly influenced by the lighting and atmosphere of German
Expressionist and Film Noir motion pictures from the Silent Era to the late 1950’s.

Travis Louie’s paintings come from the tiny little drawings and many writings in his journals.
He’s created his own imaginary world that is grounded in Victorian and Edwardian times. It is
inhabited by human oddities, mythical beings, and otherworldly characters who appear to have
had their formal portraits taken to mark their existence and place in society.

Defender of Rhinos and other larger animals during the rise of big game hunting at the end of
the 19th century. He was the nemesis of every hunting enthusiast from Central West Africa to
Northern Cameroon. During the Boer Wars he was referred to as "Rhinochops" because of his
signature look. After maiming several soldiers who were "practicing” their marksmanship on
black rhinos he became a target himself. Just before WWI, stories circulated in that region, that
he had strapped explosives to himself and blown up a pack of hunters in their camp. Some
decades later, spectators claimed to have seen him at the Cricket World Cup in 1975 sponsored
by Prudential Assurance Company.

A few days ago I had the opportunity to see an exhibition of this artist born in Santa Cruz de
Tenerife in 1952, living and working in Gran Canaria since long time ago.

Since child had a very clear artistic vocation. He began his art studies at age 18 and today, after
more than 40 year career, he is recognized as one of the leading artists of the Canary Islands.
His work is highly heterogeneous, difficult to classify into categories or groups. From a critical
and radical stance in his origins, according the time he lived (the end of the Franco dictatorship
and the transition), he moved toward more versatile ways without abandoning irony and
analytical thinking.

«There’s a very comumon contradiction involved when using colour; the great majority of people
don’t know that in practice black is the sum of all colours. My use of black probably makes me
the most colouristic of all contemporary painters. In the case of these rhinoceroses the idea came
to me on a rainy morning at the Berlin Zoo, with my wife and children; it was coming down
quite hard that day, and that’s where the title and the rather wet look of those pictures came

from.»

«With the rhinoceroses I wanted to paint as if it were raining inside the picture. They are done
with a very large amount of water, which gives them that streaming effect. I gave them a lot of
coats of varnish to capture the impression of wetness.»
