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Rinocerontes (LXXIX) - Adrian Steirn

La drogaron con dardos tranquilizantes y le arrancaron su
cuerno, dandola por muerta. Contra todo prondstico, sobrevivié. Su historia define el precipicio
al borde de cual nos hallamos. Es algo que no puedo dejar pasar.» A.S.

«This is Hope, a four-year-old female rhino who was attacked by poachers in the first week of
May 2015. They darted her with tranquillising drugs and hacked off her horn, leaving her for
dead. Against all odds, she survived. Her story defines the precipice we all stand on. This is one

Los voluntarios y veterinarios de la asociacion Saving the Survivors (Salvar a los supervivientes)
localizaron a Hope la segunda semana de mayo en Lombardini (Provincia Oriental del Cabo,
Sudafrica). La primera observacion confirmé que se trataba de una hembra de rinoceronte blanco
(Ceratotherium simum) de unos cuatro afios de edad con muy pocas esperanzas de sobrevivir. Un
grupo de cazadores furtivos habian inmovilizado al animal con un dardo anestésico y después le
habian amputado los cuernos de forma radical.

Hope se despert6 con una herida abierta que le afectaba toda la parte frontal, dejando al
descubierto las fosas nasales. El animal fue descubierto unos dos dias después de la agresion,
cuando ya habia perdido mucha sangre y la herida -de unos 50 por 28 centimetros- presentaba
signos evidentes de infeccion.

Pese a la gravedad del prondstico, Hope fue operada y los veterinarios consiguieron aplicar en el
hueco de los cuernos un molde de fibra de vidrio con tornillos de acero.

"Si podemos salvar a Hope, ella podra tener descendencia y habremos contribuido a la
supervivencia de la especie", ha explicado Gerhard Steenkamp, veterinario de la Universidad de
Pretoria que particip6 en la operacion.

The volunteers and veterinarians of the Saving the Survivors association located Hope the
second week of May in Lombardini (Eastern Cape Province, South Africa). The first observation
confirmed that it was a female of white rhinoceros (Ceratotherium simum) of about four years
of age with very little hope of surviving. A group of poachers had immobilized the animal with
an anesthetic dart and then had severed the horns severely.

Hope woke up with an open wound that affected the whole front, exposing the nostrils. The
animal was discovered about two days after the attack, when it had already lost a lot of blood
and the wound - about 50 by 28 centimeters - showed obvious signs of infection.
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Despite the severity of the prognosis, Hope was operated on and the veterinarians were able to
apply a fiberglass mold with steel screws covering the hole of the horns.

"If we can save Hope, she can have offspring and we will have contributed to the survival of the
species," said Gerhard Steenkamp, a veterinarian at the University of Pretoria who participated
in the operation.

Unfortunately, a couple of days ago we read this post in Adrian's facebook wall:

«Devastating news. Hope has died. She endured so many operations and so much pain that part
of me is relieved that her pain is finally over. She was found dead in the boma yesterday with a
bacterial infection in her small intestine. For me her passing is just another reminder that if we
don't address what we are doing to these creatures then we will ultimately destroy a planet that
was doing just fine without humans for 4.5 billion years.»

He is the founder and director of 21 Icons, a visual celebration of people who have influenced the
world for the better. He is also the founder of Ginkgo Agency, a creative content and strategy
agency based in Cape Town, South Africa.

En marzo de 2012, los furtivos sedaron con dardos y arrancaron brutalmente los cuernos a tres
rinocerontes, dejandolos para que murieran. Dos fueron hallados con vida. Los guardabosques
los llamaron Themba y Thandi. El macho Themba muri6 dias después. Thandi comenz6 a

recuperarse.

In March 2012, poachers darted and brutally hacked three rhinos, leaving them to die. Two were
found alive. Rangers named them Themba and Thandi. Themba died a few days after. Thandi
began a journey of recovery.

Dos afnos después de sobrevivir al brutal ataque de los furtivos, Thandi dio a luz una cria en la
Reserva de Kariega en Sudafrica. Este corto y la serie de fotografias documentan el periplo de
Thandi desde el ataque y su lucha por la supervivencia hasta el nacimiento de la cria. Esta es la
historia de un rinoceronte que no debia haber nacido.
